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Local Open Space 
 
Over the past 
three years, 
volunteers 
from the Ore 
Community 
Land Trust 
have put a lot 
of work into 
opening up 
footpaths in 
the Upper Ore 
Valley, with 
paths and 
steps now 
going through 

from Frederick Road to School Road, Ore 
Green and Church Street.  But the future 
of this open space is far from secure – 
much of it is privately owned and some of 
it is currently earmarked for housing 
development. 
 Peter Chowney said: 

“I think it’s important that we 
keep as much of this area as 
we can as protected open 
space.  It’s a beautiful local 
woodland, and is now much 
used by local people.  The 
council is about to begin a 
public consultation on its 
Development Management 
Plan, which includes the 
future of potential 

development sites across town, 
including the Upper Ore Valley.  Make 
sure you have your say, and help to get 
this open space protected!” 
The consultation will be on the council’s 
website (www.hastings.gov.uk) from 
February 6th, and there will be an  
exhibition in the Bridge Community Centre 
on 6th February from 2pm – 6pm.  The Ore 
Community Land trust will also be holding  

 
 
a special consultation meeting on the plan, 
at the Salvation Army Hall in Old London 
Road,  2pm on Saturday, 3rd March. To 
find out more about OCLT, see their 
website at:

Council Budget – Mixed 
News  
Hastings Council Tax bills will be frozen 
for the coming year, with no increases 

imposed by 
Hastings Borough 
Council or East 
Sussex County 
Council.  Hastings 
Council car park 
charges will be 
frozen too.  But 
while significant 
cuts can be 
avoided this year, 

that is unlikely to be the case in the future. 
Jay Kramer said: 
“We recognise that many people are 
having trouble making ends meet, so 

we’ve done our best to keep 
bills down.  We’ve also made 
big savings, by cutting the 
chief executive post and 
reducing senior staff posts.  
We’ll be doing more too, 
looking at sharing services 
with other councils and selling 
services, to generate income.  
But with £2m cut from the 
money we get from 

government, by far the biggest cut for any 
council in the South East, it’s going to hard 
to make ends meet.  Next year, big service 
cuts are inevitable unless the government 
changes its mind and we get a fairer deal 
for Hastings.”
