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That Building Site …  
 
After lying 
abandoned 
for almost 
year, work 
has finally 
restarted to 
complete the 
development 
of ‘eco 
homes’ in 

School Road.  The original contractor, 
William Verry, went bust, after running into 
a number of problems with these 
innovative but problematic homes.  
Southern Housing Group, the housing 
association who owns the site, were left 
with an unfinished development that no-
one wanted to complete, but have now 
done a deal with local contractor 
Westridge Construction to finish the work.  
The homes are now scheduled for 

completion by early July.  
 
Jay Kramer said: 
“ Although I opposed this  
development because I 
thought the density was 
too high, it’s good to see 
work getting underway 
again, and I’m very 
pleased that the new 
contractors seemed to 

have learned from previous mistakes, by 
building a car park on site for their workers 
and deliveries.  We’ve spoken to the site 
workers, and they seem helpful and 
approachable.  But after all the problems 
with the previous contractor, we will be 
keeping a close eye on it.  If any local 
resident has a problem with the site, talk to 
the site manager first, but if that doesn’t 
work, let me know.” 

 
 

Protecting Open Space 
 
After a long winter, 
local volunteers 
from the Ore 
Community Land 
Trust have begun 
work again on 
clearing and 
managing the 
Upper Ore Valley 
(the wooded valley 
at the bottom of 
School and 
Sandown Roads).  
The winter floods 

washed a lot of rubbish down from the 
higher parts of the valley, but the group is 
on schedule to re-open the footpath 
between School Road and Frederick Road 
at 11am on Saturday, 10 th April.  The 
mayor will officially open the path, with 
local councillors there too. 
 
Peter Chowney said: 
“It is essential that we keep this area as 
protected open space, both the 
unregistered land and the land in the 
valley that has been bought up by 
speculative developers.  We seem to be 

winning the arguments for  
maintaining the floor of the 
valley as a ‘green corridor’, 
but Tory-controlled Hastings 
Council still wants to build 
on the old allotments to the 
North of School Road.  In 
July, the Council will release 
a consultation document on 
the Local Development 
Framework, which is likely 

to earmark this area for housing land.  It’s 
important that as many people as possible 
object to this.”
